SUMMARY

This Unit is suitable for candidates working towards a Modern Apprenticeship in Painting and
Decorating and will develop the candidate’ s craft skills in hanging foundation and plain papers to
walls. This Unit is designed to provide candidates with competence in the use of tools and equipment
to prepare surfaces, plan work, measure, cut and hang foundation and plain paper to walls
incorporating obstacles, a window and a door, and the ability to apply these skillsin the workplace. It
is also designed to enable candidates to develop their understanding and use of painting and
decorating terminology, equipment, techniques and practices.

OUTCOMES

1 Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of terminology, equipment and practices used in
hanging foundation and plain paper.

Prepare surfaces for papering.

Plan the hanging of foundation and plain paper to surface.

Mix and apply adhesive.

Hang foundation and plain papersto walls.
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RECOMMENDED ENTRY

While entry to this Unit is at the discretion of the centre, candidates undertaking the Professional
Development Award in Painting and Decorating at SCQF level 6 must meet the requirements of the
Modern Apprentices which include being employed in the relevant craft industry.

(@ Hang foundation and plain paper to wall surface incorporating obstacles to the given
specification.

(b) Hang foundation and plain paper to wall surface incorporating a door and window to the given
specification.

(c) Ensureal completed work is free from defects.

(d) Trim paper accurately to given specification.

(e) Comply with current health and safety legislation during all work methods and activities.

EVIDENCE REQUIREMENTSFOR THISUNIT

These evidence requirements will be met by the completion of the Painting and Decorating Training
and Assessment Programme (TAP).

Evidence isrequired to demonstrate that the candidate has achieved this Unit to the standard
specified in all Outcomes and Performance Criteria.

Written and/or oral recorded evidence is required to demonstrate that the candidate has achieved
Outcome 1 to the standard specified in the Performance Criteria. Candidates will be required to
demonstrate their knowledge of terminology, equipment, techniques and practices used in hanging
foundation and plain papers to walls. Candidates will also be required to calculate surface areas and
guantities of materials and identify different types of foundation and plain papers. This assessment
will take the form of a question paper and will be conducted under controlled, closed book supervised
conditions.

Product and performance evidence is required to demonstrate that the candidate has achieved
Outcomes 2, 3, 4 and 5 to the standards specified in the Performance Criteria. Candidates will be
required to prepare wall surface area by removing wallpaper by both hand and steam stripping
methods, filling, rubbing down and sizing surfaces, plan the hanging of the paper taking into account

the type of paper, surface to be covered and any obstacles. Candidates will also mix and apply
appropriate adhesive and hang wall coverings ensuring completed work is free from defects.
Assessment of these Outcomes will be evidenced through observation of work processes and

assessment of the completed work. Candidates must meet the given standards and tolerances during
the practical assessments. An assessor observation checklist must be used to record this evidence.

Assessment should be conducted under controlled, supervised conditions.

While the exact time allocated to this Unit is at the discretion of the centre, the notional design length
is 80 hours.

GUIDANCE ON THE CONTENT AND CONTEXT FOR THISUNIT

This Unit has been developed as a mandatory Unit in the Professional Development Award in
Painting and Decorating at SCQF level 6.

The successful completion of this Unit will provide candidates with the required underpinning
knowledge and skills relating to preparing for and hanging foundation and plain papers to walls
incorporating obstacles and a window and door.

This Unit should be offered to candidates from the construction craft and related services industries.

The skills and knowledge and understanding are transferable within different working environments

but the Unit is primarily aimed at candidates whose normal place of work would be a site, workshop,
or similar environment.

The Unit deals with preparing surfaces for papering, planning the hanging of foundation and plain
paper, mixing and applying adhesives and hanging papers and borders to walls. It should be delivered
as part of a structured programme of training and orientated to the context of the candidate’ s work
and area of responsibility.

Health and safety and sustainability are integral and key to the construction industry therefore
throughout the Unit emphasis will be placed where appropriate on the application of health and safety
and sustainability. Safety working practices should be looked at in accordance with current safety
codes of practice and regulations. Sustainability should include reference to criteria affecting
sustainability, impact of not implementing sustainability on the environment and the legislation
promoting sustainability.

GUIDANCE ON LEARNING AND TEACHING APPROACHESFOR THISUNIT

The candidate is required to develop the ability to prepare for and apply foundation and plain paper to
wall areasin a safe manner at all times and, therefore, it is anticipated that the majority of learning
will take place in aworkshop/site environment.

Practical demonstrations underpinned by effective questioning techniques should focus on key skills,
construction practices, techniques and underpinning knowledge related to foundation and plain paper.
During the learning process, practical learning is fundamental as candidates must become proficient
in terminology and construction practices relevant to paperhanging.

OPPORTUNITIESFOR CORE SKILL DEVELOPMENT

The Core Skill of Problem Solving at SCQF level 4 will be developed as candidates undertake this
Unit. Candidates will need to take account of arange of factorsin order to work efficiently and
safely, such as the choice of tools, appropriate materials, safety issues, safety equipment and
sustainability. Individual discussions with assessors will enhance the evaluation of efficient working
practices.

Numeracy at SCQF level 4 could be developed through cal cul ations and measuring areas and
guantities of materials required for practical elements of this Unit.

There will be opportunities for candidates to develop the Core Skill of Communication at SCQF level
4. Candidates will have the opportunity to develop written and/or oral communication skills for the
knowledge part of the assessment for Outcome 1. As candidates complete practical tasks, they should
be expected to communicate with others using the correct terminology, tone and style suited to the
workplace.

GUIDANCE ON APPROACHESTO ASSESSMENT FOR THISUNIT

Detailed assessment material for this Unit will be found in section 4 of the Painting and Decorating
Training and Assessment Programme (TAP). Centres may use the instruments of assessment which
they consider to be most appropriate but are advised to use the TAP which has been devel oped
centrally by SQA. Any other instruments of assessment used must be comparable to the TAP and
have been through prior verification.

The candidate’ s knowledge and understanding of terminology, techniques and practices related to the
preparation and hanging of foundation and plain paper, calculation of areas and quantities will be
assessed through a question paper.

Candidates should be given as much practise as possible in preparing and hanging foundation and
plain papers prior to being set the assessment. Evidence will be gathered through observation of work
processes and assessment of the completed work to ensure that the candidates have met the given
standards and tolerances during the practical assessment. An assessor observation checklist should be
used to record this evidence.
