The deadline for the submission of grades for your candidates to SQA is the 31st March 2010 so you will be approaching the time when you will be assessing your candidates’ projects and you will already have a process in place for your assessment decisions to be internally verified. You will receive an invitation to attend a Quality Forum in May 2010 and you will be asked to bring your candidate evidence to this event.

 In the Assessment Support Pack for the Interdisciplinary Project you will see on the templates for the mandatory pieces of evidence and on the checklist a box for Assessor’s comments. It is extremely important that you include detailed comments which will provide additional information about your candidate’s performance throughout the project, particularly the interpersonal skills developed and his/her ability to work independently. This information will also support the assessment decisions you have made, which will be extremely valuable to both internal and external verifiers.

Detailed information to support you in the assessment and verification processes will be provided at the forthcoming support event on the 23rd February and we look forward to seeing you there.
