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“How can mankind survive long term on a planet which provides none of the essentials to support human life?”

Science Exemplar 1 (A Grade)

Proposal

The outline is extremely detailed, The candidate has a clear vision of her project and conveys it very well.

 Her justification for choosing the project is equally well explained and demonstrates why she has chosen the medium of video as her main focus.

The broad contexts of employability and economic development were selected and expanded upon in the form. It was interesting to read the student’s justification of these contexts, which she ably explained.

A good range of learning environments are proposed; these include linking with local universities and hospital. This is further evidence that the candidate has really grasped the concept of the IP and is seeking out her own contacts in the wider world.

Skills development comments show a really good initial awareness of her strengths, and the forthcoming issue of dealing with a large amount of information. There is an excellent commentary on developing the wide range of skills in the form, the weakest of these is the self evaluation, which is not surprising for the student at this stage of the process.

The assessor’s comments are very helpful and supportive and demonstrate that the assessor has also grasped the nature of the IP.

Plan

The candidate has used a Gantt chart, which is an excellent tool for tracking her progress throughout the project. She has also gone into significant detail for each step, which is good to see, but is perhaps more information than would have been expected at this stage.

The candidate’s notes on resources and research methods follow on well from the proposal, expanding on her initial thoughts.  It is good the see the candidate planning to show her completed video both in and out of the school environment. 

She has identified 4 contingencies for potential problems, which are concise but reasonable.

Again, the assessor comments are supportive, and highlight where the candidate has developed the project from the proposal to the plan.

Presentation

The candidate has produced two main pieces of evidence, leaflets and a video. She discusses how each has a place in the project, and her target audiences, justifying the choice of media again. The extremely rich assessor comments add another dimension to this section, clearly demonstrating how the ‘C’ and ‘A’ criteria have been met.

Evaluation

The candidate discussed her project in depth and frankly, covering not only her successes but also areas she found challenging. This gives her evaluation a wide scope. She also realises that at the end of the project there was further work which could have been completed and discusses this well.

Self Evaluation

This was completed well, with a good awareness demonstrated of the evaluative process. The language used (I realised, I doubted, I decided, I have learned) clearly shows she has grasped the purpose of the self-evaluation, and the final reflection shows how much the candidate has gained from the IP.
