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Project Proposal

This was an interesting and topical project proposal which enabled the candidate to pursue his personal interest in computing and apply his subject knowledge of Computing and Maths. The Proposal clearly fitted into the broad contexts of Citizenship and Employability. The candidate could have written a few sentences explaining why he felt his project fell within these two broad contexts, which is helpful but not mandatory. The aims are clearly identified and the project is achievable within the timescale. If ethical issues associated with this topic had been discussed between the candidate and the teacher, then this should have been recorded in the assessor’s comments section. The project proposal was well written. However, the candidate made insufficient links and lacked understanding of possible connections across disciplines contributing to his project. The candidate achieved all of the C criteria and some of the A criteria.

Project Plan

The candidate has produced a well thought out plan for implementing his project. He has clearly identified his objectives. A Gantt chart has been used to identify his milestones and timescales for completion of the project. He has clearly identified the dependencies in order to complete his project. The candidate has considered the need for contingency planning but this section lacks detail. The candidate has not outlined the process for achieving his own development needs. Therefore, all of the C criteria and some of the A criteria have been achieved.
Presentation of Project Findings

The EV does not see the presentation and relied on the checklist used by the presenting centre and the assessor comments. In this instance the centre developed their own template to help record the assessment of the presentation.

Evaluation of the Project

The candidate has written an incisive well balanced evaluation of his project outcome against his project aims. Although the candidate was unable to achieve his first objective, he was able to overcome this setback and successfully completed his project. He has shown careful choice and skilful use of communication and presentation methods. He has considered in detail how his project could be extended in the future.

Self Evaluation of Generic and Cognitive Skills Development

The candidate has written an honest and critical evaluation of his own skills development. He has shown assertive and justified use of feedback from others. This was an insightful evaluation which reflected the candidate’s development of his generic and cognitive skills. Therefore, all of the C criteria and all of the A criteria have been met.

General Comments

This was a well-conceived project which was successfully completed even though the main objective could not be carried out. Candidates choose their own topic to investigate but the assessor/tutor plays an important role in providing the candidate with guidance at the early stages regarding the feasibility of the project. The candidate obviously benefited from his school’s partnership with Abertay University in the implementation of his project.

Assessor comments were provided on the appropriate pieces of evidence and on the checklists. However, it would have been helpful if assessor comments were more detailed  in support of the candidate evidence.
