Curriculum for Excellence is the new approach to learning in schools which will help to prepare children for the twenty-first century.  We are developing the new qualifications your child will study.

New qualifications called National 4 and National 5 will replace the current Intermediates and Standard Grades.  There will still be Highers and Advanced Highers and they will be updated.

On our website, we have resources to help you to understand these changes.  We have an information leaflet designed for parents and families which answers the most common questions you may have and tells you why and how qualifications are changing.

We also have a chart which shows you which qualifications your child will study, depending on which school year they are in now.

We also have a mythbuster section you might find useful which answers more questions.

We are also publishing draft documents on our website which outline our plans for the new qualifications.  This information is quite technical and is aimed at teachers and education specialists but it is also available for parents to comment on.

The best way to keep up to date with the changes is to speak to your child’s school.  We also have a team who are visiting schools and colleges in Scotland to prepare them for the new qualifications.  You might meet some of our Curriculum for Excellence Liaison team at parents’ nights.
