Practical Abilities
Differentiation Access 3 – Higher

· Levels of tutor support – directive supervision, supervision, minimum support, non-directive supervision.

· Unit specifications:
· Access 3 and Intermediate 1 levels 
· Slight changes in the outcome statements.
· Additional PC evidence requirements at Intermediate 1 level.

· Outcome 1
· Access 3 level requires the candidate to select and organise information for a specific project, where the sources of information have been provided by the tutor. The candidate will use a minimum of two different sources from those provided.

· Intermediate 1 level requires the candidate to gather and organise information for a specific project. Sources of information will have been suggested by the tutor but the candidate will need to select a minimum of 2 relevant sources. In order to gather information the candidate will use a minimum of 2 techniques e.g. using a questionnaire, extracting information from a table, graph, catalogue, text or directory, conduct a brief interview.  
· Outcome 2 requires the candidate to communicate with others during the project.

· Differentiation at Intermediate 1 level requires the candidate to identify the information to be communicated e.g. a list, numerical or graphical data, text.
· Access 3 level candidates will receive written and/or oral instructions from the tutor or a group member if it is a group project. At Intermediate 1 level the candidate will receive advice form the tutor or in a team project a member of the team.
· Outcome 3
· Access 3 level requires the tutor to inform the candidate of the output and provide appropriate resources.
· Intermediate 1 level resources will be made available by the tutor and the candidate will identify an appropriate output e.g. product or service

· Candidates will work on simple routine and familiar activities at Access 3 level.

· Candidates will work on straightforward routine activities at Intermediate 1. 
· Outcome 4
· There appears to be no obvious differentiation in the outcome and pc requirements. However the evidence requirements clearly indicate differentiation when reviewing as follows:
· Access 3 requires selecting and organising information. Intermediate 1 requires identifying, gathering and organising.
· Access 3 level requires communicating with relevant people using appropriate methods and communicating effectively. Intermediate 1 requires identifying the relevant information to be communicated, identifying the relevant people, communicating with the relevant people, using appropriate methods of communication and communicating effectively.
· Delivering an output at access 3 level requires identifying the activities to be carried out, using the resources appropriately and delivering the output which must be fit for purpose. At Intermediate 1 level the candidate must identify an appropriate output and the activities to be carried out, use resources appropriately and deliver the output which must be fit for purpose.     
· Intermediate 2 and Higher levels 
· No change in the outcome statements.
· Additional PC evidence requirements at higher level.
· Outcome 1: 
· Candidates will gather and organise information for a specific project. Intermediate 2 level candidates will be expected to identify and extract the information using straightforward gathering techniques. Information will then be adapted appropriately for use in the project. Minimum 3 sources and 3 techniques used.
· Higher level candidates will identify and extract the information using complex gathering techniques. Information will then be interpreted and adapted for use in the project. Minimum 4 sources and 4 techniques used.
· Outcome 2  
· Differentiation is specific to identifying relevant information at intermediate 2 level which must be communicated on a minimum of two occasions.

· Differentiation is specific to identifying complex relevant information at higher level which must be communicated on a minimum of two occasions.

· Outcome 3
· Candidates will be expected to identify their own output for delivery. They will identify the resources needed and use them appropriately. The differentiation is specific to the activities undertaken. Intermediate 2 candidates would be expected to be involved in detailed (some non-routine) activities. Higher level candidates will be involved in complex (non-routine) activities. 
· Outcome 4
· Reviewing is differentiated between Intermediate 2 and Higher levels as follows:
· Intermediate 2 requires the candidate to identify strengths and weaknesses and to give examples to support the identification of these. In the light of these strengths and weaknesses the candidate must identify areas for further development of practical abilities. All practical abilities evidence will be reviewed across outcomes 1-3.
· Higher level requires the candidate to identify strengths and weaknesses and to explain the reasons for the identification of particular strengths and weaknesses. In the light of these strengths and weaknesses the candidate must identify areas for further development of practical abilities and explain the reasons for choosing these areas. All practical abilities evidence will be reviewed across outcomes 1-3.
· Evidence requirements vary across all levels especially Intermediate 2 and higher levels. 
· Assessment evidence is folio based and can be generated as written and/or recorded oral evidence across all levels. There is also a requirement to provide assessor observation checklists for performance evidence to show that the candidate used resources appropriately and delivered a successful output.
