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Due to the changes in the remit of SQA Accreditation, this publication now includes
information on all qualifications accredited by SQA Accreditation. The key SVQ information
will still be reported each quarter but we will also be providing information on other types of
qualifications now.

Our role has recently been extended to accredit all types of qualifications, other than
degrees, that are offered across Scotland.

We also recognise and approve awarding bodies to deliver these qualifications through
centres of learning including colleges, employers and private training providers. To achieve
this, we:

accredit qualifications
approve awarding bodies (across the UK) to award accredited qualifications

audit awarding bodies to ensure they continue to meet required standards of delivery and
quality assurance

¢ monitor approved centres of learning to ensure awarding bodies are fulfilling their role
adequately at learner level

Examples of qualifications we currently accredit:

¢ Scottish Vocational Qualifications (SVQs) across a wide range of occupations such as
Construction, Engineering, Food Manufacture, etc

¢ regulatory qualifications such as those which are required in the licensing or security
industries

gualifications based on NOS such as customer service and accounting

those based on the health and safety executive standards such as lifeguard and pool
attendant qualifications, etc

As of 1 April 2009, SQA Accreditation also now approves qualification products such as SVQ
structures, assessment strategies, Core Skills signposting and SCQF credit rating of SVQs
and SVQ Units.

The SVQ process

Scottish Vocational Qualifications (SVQs) are qualifications which combine skills, knowledge
and ability within a specific occupational area. To maintain the high standard of development
many organisations are involved in the SVQ process. The following gives a brief outline of
those organisations involved.
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Awarding bodies are approved by SQA’s Accreditation Unit to award qualifications. Awarding
bodies are responsible to approving centres and have responsibility for conducting external
verification of centres to ensure that the centres are delivering the qualifications to the
required standard. Awarding bodies therefore have a responsibility to provide centres with
guidance relating to assessment and internal verification. Awarding bodies are required to
liaise with the Accreditation Unit to ensure that the qualifications remain current and valid.

All SVQs are based upon National Occupational Standards (NOS). Sector skills councils
(SSCs) are responsible for producing the National Occupational Standards for their sector.

As part of the development process, the SSC will liaise with employers within its sectors. In
doing so, they must ensure that discussions take place with small and medium-sized
employers as well as the large national employers. The SSC maintains close links with SQA
Accreditation and Ofqual/QCA during this development phase. Once the SSC has produced
a set of NOS, a qualification structure and an assessment strategy will then be presented to
the Accreditation Co-ordination Group (ACG) for approval.

Once ACG has approved the structures and assessment strategy, awarding bodies can then
pick these up and prepare a submission for accreditation. The submission is judged against
the criteria for SVQs.

This involves looking at the awarding body’s quality assurance arrangements, assessment
methodology, guidance materials and marketing information. Awarding bodies must consider
whether there will be sufficient demand before they seek accreditation.

The awarding bodies’ submissions will be made to SQA’s Accreditation Unit where it will first
of all be considered by an Accreditation Manager to ensure that the awarding body has
included all the information necessary to meet SQA'’s criteria. The submission will then be
presented to ACG.

The group is comprised of internal officers and, in considering the submission, they will
ensure that all relevant criteria are satisfied before final qualification approval is granted.
Once the Group has approved the submission and agreed the life span of the SVQ, awarding
bodies can then promote the SVQ and can approve centres which wish to offer the SVQ.
Each quarter, a report is presented to the Accreditation Committee summarising the
decisions made by ACG.

The definitions below are a guide to the levels at which SVQs may be accredited. They are
intended to be indicative rather than prescriptive.

Level 1:
Competence which involves the application of knowledge and skills in the performance of a
range of varied work activities, most of which may be routine or predictable.

Level 2:

Competence which involves the application of knowledge and skills in a significant range of
varied work activities, performed in a variety of contexts. At this level, there must be activities
which are complex or non-routine and there is some individual responsibility and autonomy.
Collaboration with others, perhaps through membership of a work group or team, may often
be a requirement.

Level 3:

Competence which involves the application of knowledge and skills in a broad range of
varied work activities, performed in a wide variety of contexts, most of which are complex
and non-routine. There is considerable responsibility and autonomy, and control or guidance
of others is often required.

Level 4:

Competence which involves the application of knowledge and skills in a broad range of
complex technical or professional work activities, performed in a wide variety of contexts and
with a substantial degree of personal responsibility and autonomy. Responsibility for the work
of others and the allocation of resources is often present.

Level 5:

Competence which involves the application of skills and a significant range of fundamental
principles across a wide and often unpredictable variety of contexts. Very substantial
personal autonomy and often significant responsibility for the work of others and for the
allocation of substantial resources feature strongly, as do personal accountability for analysis
and diagnosis, design, planning, execution and evaluation.

The Scottish Qualifications Certificate (SQC) is a cumulative record of every candidate’s
Scottish Qualifications Authority accredited qualifications and is updated with each new
qualification achieved.

The SQC lists all of a candidate’s SQA accredited qualifications to date and provides the
candidate with a single record of achievement. It is vital that the Scottish Candidate Number
(SCN) issued to a candidate is maintained in order that the SQC can be produced
accurately. Some candidates, if schooled in Scotland, will have been allocated an SCN
during their school years. Each candidate’s SCN is printed on their SQC and acts as a
unique identifier, facilitating accurate record-keeping. Centres should make every possible
effort to record each candidate’s SCN on their registration forms so that each candidate’s
record of achievement is accurate.
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Scottish Candidate Numbers (SCNs) have been in existence since 1994 and are allocated to
learners during their school years. The checklist below has been put together so that centres
have a number of key questions that can be asked to ascertain whether or not the candidate
already has an SCN allocated to them.

All candidates who answer ‘Yes' to the questions below will have an SCN (they just might not
have memorised it).

¢ Did you go to school in Scotland?
¢ Were you born after 1979?

If the candidate is unsure of his/her SCN, please ask them to provide a copy of their school
exam certificates. The SCN is printed on each school exam certificate (Standard Grade,
Intermediate, Higher, etc).

SCNs will also exist for any candidate who has completed an SVQ or HNC/HNC qualification
any time after 1994. The candidate’s SCN will be printed on their SQC as issued by SQA.

It is imperative that every reasonable effort is made to collect SCNs as SQA produce an
SQC for each candidate, which provides an up-to-date total record of achievement for each
candidate as they progress through their educational careers. The SCN is a unique learner
number that distinguishes one candidate from another and allows accurate records of
attainment to be kept for each individual.

If the candidate’s SCN is not known, it can be obtained by ringing the SQA helpdesk on 0845
