Overview of Seminar

Outcome Based Qualifications

Are job specific outcomes in qualification sufficient in vocational training, given the current economic context and what are the implications for SQA? This seminar will explore topics like the decline in employer use of FE relative to the volume of employer-funded training; the accompanying high flexibility in the structure and content of FE provision;  the persistence in structural skill shortages; the collapse in provision of ‘classical apprenticeship’;  and the use of imported labour in skilled segments of the economy.

He was previously at the Qualifications and Curriculum Agency (QCA), where he had been Head of Research for most of the previous decade.
