Skin Animals
Unit Summary

After slaughter, the hides or skins of cattle and sheep are removed to prepare the carcase for human consumption.  The process is often known as dressing.  It is a highly skilled operation and needs to avoid damage to the meat or hide.

The work must take careful account of health and safety and hygiene both for those doing the work and those who will consume the meat.

	Carry out skinning

This means you:

Carry out ripping following company procedures for skinning.

Clean and maintain tools and equipment between tasks following company procedures and to meet food safety requirements.

Check that the carcase conforms to specifications and carry out further trimming if necessary.
