Unit outline 
The general aim of this Unit is to develop the learner’s skills in explaining universal 
ideas, themes or values revealed by classical literature. Learners will be required to 
study classical literature from either the classical Greek or classical Roman worlds. 
Learners will develop detailed factual and textual knowledge and understanding of 
universal ideas, themes or values which link the classical and modern worlds. 
 
Learners who complete this Unit will be able to: 
 
1 Apply knowledge and understanding of classical literature to draw conclusions 

about universal ideas, themes and values
