Ich spare viel Zeit und mein Leben ist
angenehmer und interessanter! Ich muss nicht mehr am Flughafen in der Schlange stehen;
ich zeige einfach meine Bordkarte auf dem Handy vor und kann sofort zum Flugsteig gehen.
Meiner Meinung nach ist die Benutzung der heutigen Technologie so intuitiv, dass es sogar
fur kleine Kinder sehr einfach ist. Bereits in der Grundschule lernen Kinder spielerisch mit
Technologie umzugehen und in der Sekundarschule sind Computer ein alltagliches Lerngerat.
