SCENARIO 1: Society

details:

•	 opportunities you had to speak Italian

•	 what you intend to do when your Italian friend visits Scotland next year.

You should write approximately 150 –180 words.

Last year you spent three weeks working in a restaurant in Italy. The local newspaper 
in Italy has asked you to write about your experience in Italian.
